Isaiah 58 Ministries was founded in 2008 to assist children in Zimbabwe through a number of vital services and a commitment to Christian action. Emphasizing that Christian love must be expressed through deeds as well as words, i58 Ministries is guided by Isaiah 58:9b-12: “If you remove the yoke from among you, the pointing of the finger, the speaking of evil, if you offer your food to the hungry and satisfy the needs of the afflicted, then your light shall rise in the darkness and your gloom be like the noonday… Your ancient ruins shall be rebuild; you shall raise up the foundations of many generations; you shall be called the repairer of the breach, the restorer of streets to live in.” Feeding and educating children in the John Smale Orphanage in Bulawayo, Zimbabwe, lies at the heart of i58 Ministries’ work. The organization operates a food pantry, a thrift store, job placement assistance, rent and utility assistance, and clinic services. Through programs including food and gift distribution, nearly a thousand families received aid from i58 Ministries over Thanksgiving and Christmas alone. The organization also seeks to provide those in need with the tools to build lasting confidence and self-reliance.
